Other Site Characteristics

The upper stream of the river is densly covered by plane-trees. There is a micro-reservoir and several fish-ponds in the middle current. The
section between the villages of Poroyna and Dolni izvor is un-wooded. Near the village of Poroyna there are poplars, willows, reed. The section
between the villages of Dolni izvor and Nov izvor there are willows, poplars, planes, bushes and arable areas of sunflowers.

4.2 Quality and importance

The belt of plane-trees up-stream, surrounded by arable land is an important bio-corridor for various species. A significant variety and
concentration of shrikes has been observed within the site. The reservoir is used by the Night herons from the colony near the village of
Konush. Extremely suitable for a NATURA 2000 site.In table "Ecological Information - Other Important species", the species justified by 'A-
National' are not necessarily included in the National Red Data Book, because its last edition is too old (1985), not up-dated and has no
legislative value. The species indicated by 'A-National' are the protected flora and fauna species, included in the Bulgarian Biodiversity Act,
and therefore this motivation is given highest priority. The Sabanejewia aurata found within the site has recently been identified as

Sabanejewia balcanica, derived from Sabanejewia aurata balcanica subspecies.
