Other Site Characteristics

The area consists of low mountains and hills, predononantly covered by broadleaved forests and comparatively small patches of artificial pine 
forests, shrubs, meadows and grasslands, with sparced small villages. Agricultural land occupy unessential part of the territory.

4.2 Quality and importance

Comparatively well preserved forest habitats (especially old aged broadleaved forests), as well as the plenty of game (Roe Deer and Brown 
Hares) provide good conditions for Lynx and Wolf. The proposed protected zone is a very important site for achieving favourable conservation 
status of the Brown Bear. It is a stepping stones biocorridor for genetic material exchange between the Brown Bear populations of Eastern 
Serbia and Rila and Pirin mountains and important conservation goal is restoration of its meta-population. Conservation of this territory is of 
great importance for the protection of another large carnivore, which was though to be extinct in Bulgaria till recently - lynx. In the last 
several years the species is trying to recolonize western mountain regions of the country. The proposed for protection area is one of the three 
sites where lynx was detected for the last five years.
